
Works available on the Internet, such as articles, poems, song lyrics, melodies, scripts
for plays, images, paintings, drawings, photographs, music and movies are protected
by copyright.

What should I do if I want to make copies of a work on the Internet which is
protected by copyright?

It’s simple… you C-A-M!

C – Check the terms and conditions of the work.
A – Ask for permission to use the work from the copyright owner.
M – Make a copy of the work after the owner has agreed to your request.
